For Prayer and Repentance, resolve now to put off any ungodly behaviors identified above and resolve instead to put
on behaviors in obedience to His word. Be specific in identifying areas of confession (agreement with God) and be
specific in ways you will repent (turn away from the sinful behavior and turn toward Him in obedience).

e John 17 is Jesus’ longest recorded prayer.
¢ Jesus prays for Himself in the Upper Room before He heads to Calvary. He prays that God would glorify
Him that Jesus might, in turn, glorify the Father. (See verses 1-5)
¢ Jesus prays for his disciples, for the disciples’ preservation, protection and purity. (See verses 6-19)
¢ Jesus prays for all believers to have unity in the body of Christ in verses 20-26 by:
*  Being of “one accord” (like-minded) in their desire to be controlled by Christ’s mind
rather than by personal attitudes.
*  Having the “same love” (love each other equally) whether we like being around that person
or not, because God poured out his love in our heart by the Holy Spirit. (See Romans 5:5).

e Prayerlessness is a sin against God but prayer cleans us up so that God can hear our prayers.
e Prayerlessness exalts the flesh, but prayerfulness surrenders the flesh.

e The early church were a people of prayer (Acts 2:42).

e Jesus was a Man of Prayer and John 17 is His longest, most profound prayer.

e Jesus referred to God as His Father when praying:
¢ Making Jesus equal to God the Father.
¢ Demonstrating Jesus’ distinctiveness from God the Father.

e Jesus purpose was to glorify God through His death, burial and resurrection and He prayed to His Father in John 17,

as His hour approached.
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WHAT IS PRAYER?

Relationship above all!

Talking.

Listening.

Meditating.

A conversation that God desires for fellowship.

Our personal, communication with Almighty God.

Many components to prayer (praise, thanksgiving, confession, intercession, petition, and listening).

WHY PRAY?

Prayer expresses my trust/dependence on God. (I cannot do what He wants me to do in my own power. The flip
side is that prayerlessness leaves us powerless). Luke 11 compares prayer to a son asking something from his
earthly father.

Prayer expresses my love for God. Prayer brings us into a deeper relationship with God and He tells us in
Jeremiah 33:3, “Call to me, and | will answer you, and show you great and mighty things which you do not

know.” NKJV

Prayer lines me up with God’s agenda. When we pray, the work of the Kingdom can be advanced.

Prayer changes me. When | spend time with him, my thoughts become his thoughts and His ways become my
ways. When | see my life in light of him, | can agree with him and go to him to confess my sins regularly. 1 John
1:9. My active prayer life can release the activity of God.

Prayer glorifies God. God demands, desires, and deserves the glory of our prayers. We have no right to come into
His presence on our own, but we need a mediator. Jesus is the One Mediator between God and man. As recipients
of the New Covenant though the shed blood of Jesus, we no longer need to stay outside of the temple or the holy
of holies because Christ has gained bold access to the very throne of God on our behalf and He lives to make
intercession for His bondservants. (Heb. 4:14-16)
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HOW DO | PRAY EFFECTIVELY?

Pray in Jesus’ name. (John 14-16). This does not mean to simply add a few words to say “in Jesus Name.” Al
though it is not bad to do that, praying in Jesus Name is much more and includes:

Making my request consistent with God’s purpose (God’s will).

Acknowledge my spiritual poverty. The power of my prayer is not about what | have done but is about what | trust
Him to do.

Express my sincere desire that God will be glorified through His answer to my prayer. Even if it is not the answer
that | want, | need to ask for what glorifies Him.

Pray God’s will by:

Checking Scripture to see if what | ask is a covenant promise in Scripture. If so, then it is already clear as His
command.

If what | ask for is not a Scriptural command, | need to ask for whatever would bring him the greatest glory in a
specific situation and prayerfully wait for His answer.

Pray in faith. Believe that you have received it. This is not a “name it and claim it”-type of faith, butitis a
confident assurance that it will be done according to His word. (Matthew 6:33; Philippians 4:19; Hebrews 11:1).
Biblical faith prayers acknowledge that God is worthy to be trusted.

Pray in obedience. Effective prayer requires my obedience and | must repent in obedience first before God will
hear my prayers. Psalm 66:18. (It is usually pride or selfishness that leads to disobedience in other areas of our
lives).

Pray in Forgiveness. We continually and daily depend on His forgiveness of our sins, but we must also forgive
others as He forgives us. (Matt. 6:14-15)

Pray in Humility. Humility is essential because a humble person is committed to God’s glory. It is impossible to be
God-seeking and self-seeking at the same time. God lifts up the humble. (James 4:10).

WHY Is IT IMPORTANT TO PRAY FOR EACH OTHER?

Because God says to do so. The first prayer principle for this is Eccl. 4:9. “Two are better than one because they have a
good return for their reward. Though one may be overpowered, two can defend themselves. A cord of three strands is
not quickly broken.” The second prayer principle for group prayer is in Deuteronomy and states, “One sends a
thousand to flight and two sends two thousand to flight.” Thirdly, in Matthew 18: 19-20 Jesus says, “Again | tell you
that if two of you on earth agree about anything you ask for, it will be done for you by My Father in heaven.” What a
promise that if we pray according to His will, in His Word and when we unite together. Then He says that what we ask
for will be done. “For where two or three are come together in My Name, there | am in their midst.” When the body
(of Christ) comes together in prayer, we experience the fullness of Christ as the Head. Not only does Jesus teach us to
pray, but we teach one another to pray. The synergy or combined efforts of our prayers with our prayer partners
effect the situation that we are praying about with a power that is greater than we have on our own. We truly are
stronger together. We experience the joy of hearing others experience our issues with understanding and loving you
when we pay with each other. The reverse of course is also true as we pray for others.

WHAT HAPPENS WHEN WE PRAY FOR OTHERS?

1. God changes us. (He changes our prayers and fears are replaced with hope).

2. God changes our prayers. We learn to trust God’s heart when we don’t understand His ways, especially when
we hear others pray with such faith.

3. Our passion for prayer becomes ignited again when we get together. It is kind of an accountability group. We
don’t just wait until we get together, but there is something about the fullness of Christ in that
accountability group grows deep bonds and ignites our prayers with a focus on what is eternal.

How Do WE PRAY TOGETHER?
In James 5:16, it says, “The fervent prayer of a righteous (wo)man is dynamic in its power.” How do we pray like that?

1. PRAISE- Prayers of Praise. When we begin to praise God for who He says He is, we start trusting Him. Psalm 9:10
says, “Those who know Your name will trust You.” Do we know Him by experience? Have we seen His all-powerful
hand intervene in a situation that we have been praying about? (Corrie Ten Boone said, “Trust your unknown future to
a known God”). A five finger attribute “play” to use follows. GOD IS:

e ALWAYS THERE - Hebrews 13:5.
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ALWAYS ANSWERS - Psalm 34:17.

ALWAYS UNDERSTANDS - Psalm 103:14; 139:13.
ALWAYS FORGIVES - 1 John 1:9

ALWAYS LOVES - Jeremiah 31:3.

2. CONFESSION—Power in Purity. Confession “unclogs the drain.” Confession removes the clog of sin in our life so

that Christ can live His life through us by the power of the Holy Spirit.

3. THANKSGIVING - Prayers of Thanksgiving.

When the answers come and when they don’t, we are to be thankful because this is God’s will.

(Philippians 4:6).

The benefits of thanksgiving are to crowd out fear, depression, discouragement and self-pity, etc.

Our attitudes change and we will have a gracious, joyful spirit. It will change your attitudes.

He wants us to be intentional. Keeping a prayer journal will allow us to keep track of answered prayer and to
thank Him for that.

4. PRAYERS OF INTERCESSION (and Supplication).

Supplication- prayers for ourselves, and we should do this.

Intercession — prayers for others; “standing in the gap” for that person; asking God to intervene for that person
in specific and scriptural ways.

A Method - Praying God’s Word. In Isaiah 55:11, God promises that His word will not return empty without
accomplishing what He desires. Praying God’s word is powerful and it turns us from timid people of prayer into
powerful people of prayer. We can depend on His word confidently and unceasingly. (Personalize scripture by
asking God for the name of who God wants you to pray for and pray in a specific way. Pray the scripture, say
the reference, say the person’s name as you pray).

“THE LEGACY OF PRAYER” BY FERN NICHOLS, FOUNDER OF MOMS INTERNATIONAL
(An Overview by Maggie Boggan)

The LEGACY of Faith, Love & Prayer is the legacy that will last forever, and will be passed down, generationally.
(From one generation to the next, etc).

A PRAYER LEGACY cannot burn out, cannot be stolen and will always do what God wants it to do in light of a
life living here on earth. (Since our prayers are forever, we can leave the eternal investment of prayer).

BE INTENTIONAL about your personal prayer life. (E. M. Bound says, “God shapes the world by prayer. Prayers
are ‘deathless’...and prayers outlive the lips that utter them...”) In John 17:20, Jesus prays not only for His
disciples but also for all who accepted Him thereafter---even you and me.

PRAY WHEN YOU FEEL LIKE IT & PRAY WHEN YOU DON’T. The more we pray and the more we are in the Word,
the more we change and grow in our relationship with Him. This growth will be seen by others around us.

You don’t know what God may be doing in the life of others when you pray, when you take them to church,
when you read the Word. They are watching! For example, it is never too soon to start praying for your child’s
salvation, future spouse, career, etc. Remember that God’s ways are higher than our ways.

PRAYER WORKS. Prayer changes people. Prayer changes things. God wants to intervene in our little world
wherever we are, and He wants to do mighty miracles. In James 4:2-3, we are told that we don’t have because
we don’t ask and that we don’t receive if ask amiss, that we may consume it upon our lusts.
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
